Clinton Beresford was also in Sydney riding with Craig and competed on two horses, one in the Junior section and one in the Young Riders. Clinton’s best performance was 4th over the difficult course of the Young Rider Grand Prix on the final day. Clint and his horse “Belcam Atlantis” were one of only 4 clear rounds in the first. Other Bega Jump Club members at the show were Jamie Grant and Deon Williams, with Jamie also enjoying success with a few ribbons in his section riding “Cool K”. Later in the show, Clinton, Cheyanne Girvan, Sigi Schneider and Millie Clarke competed in the Pony Club Teams event and won forth. Clint was awarded best boy rider in the Pony Club event.
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It was great to see all of the local shows back in full swing after the disappointment of last year. Showjumping numbers were down a little on previous years at most shows but oddly enough, some shows were above average, namely Eurobodalla, Cooma and Dalgety.
