Bega Showjumping Club Rules & Guidelines

1. No person is allowed to mount a horse at a Jump Club organised day unless they have paid their membership fees, filled out the membership form and signed the indemnity form. No part payment or “one day membership” will be accepted.
2. The Bega Showjumping Club is affiliated with the E.A. of N.S.W. so therefore all E.A. Rules will apply in regards to rider and horse attire/gear, the building of showjumping fences, the building of practice fences, rules of events and horse welfare.

3. Helmets must be worn at all times whilst a rider is on a horse with the chin strap done up securely. Smooth soled boots with a heel must also be worn.

4. Bega Showjumping Club training/competition days are “unofficial” and points will not go towards any outside grading system.

5. As the club relies wholly on the help of volunteers, discrimination or abuse of officials WILL NOT BE TOLERATED. The judges decision is final. 

6. The club relies on the honesty of it’s members to make sure all entry fees are paid on the day.
7. On Jump Club organised days, the jumping arenas are closed at all times other than when events are in progress.

8. All riders under 18 must have a parent or guardian present with them at Jump Club days.

9. Please use common sense when in the practice arenas. Be aware of others around you, always jump the fences in one direction, never have the practice fences higher than the current event in the arena, never have more than 6 horses using the practice fences. It is recommended that all riders and definitely juniors have a responsible person with them at the practice fence.

10. Please use the black/white boards at the entrance of the arenas to put your name down on if you would like to be in line to compete. Please stick to the order on the blackboard and be responsible for not missing your position. NO PUSHING IN.

11. For insurance purposes the “event organisers” are the Club’s executive and “officials” will be the judge/s at the present time. According to the indemnity form “event organisers” and “officials” are responsible for implementing risk management procedures and their directions must be obeyed.

12. In the event of an accident that may require first-aid treatment, the Club’s First Aid Officer/s must be consulted for advice. The officer/s is currently Jenny Beresford. A First Aid kit is available for use at all times and can be found at the “office” or “kiosk”.
The Charlie Smith Memorial Highest Pointscore Award – RULES

1. Awards will be given to the highest scoring horse/rider combination of three categories;



1. Senior (17 and over)



2. Junior (Under 17)



3. Ring 2 Champion

2. Ages taken as from the first day of joining Jump Club

3. Points will be awarded to the first 5 placings as follows;


1st=5, 2nd=4, 3rd=3, 4th=2, 5th=1

In the case of an equal placing, the points for the placings will be added together and then divided by the number of equal places and rounded down to the nearest whole number.
4. There must be a minimum of 5 starters in an event before points will count

5. If a horse & rider combination compete in Ring 1, they are not eligible to win points towards the Junior or Senior Pointscore in Ring 2 on that same day.

6. In the case of Jump Club operating under a format different to the normal format of 2 rings, Ring 1 events will be defined as 80cm and above and Ring 2 will be defined as 80cm and below for pointscoring purposes.(i.e. Ring 2 competitors may compete in the 80cm class without sacrificing Ring 2 points on days when there is only ONE ring in operation)
7. At the Club’s Annual Open Competition, only club members are eligible to win points. If an “outsider” wins a place, the points will be awarded to the next member in the placings.

8. The secretary will be the official pointscorer and will keep an up to date tally on hand for all competitors to view.
